1. Jesus heals both the body and the heart.
[Luk 4:18 KJV] 18 The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,

2. Healing is often a process.
[Jhn 2:7-9a KJV] 7 Jesus saith unto them, Fill the waterpots with water. And they filled them up to the brim. 8 And he saith unto them, Draw out now, and bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare [it]. 9  When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that was made wine, and knew not whence it was:

3. Experiencing Jesus as My Healer requires faith and belief that He can heal. It also may require patience and understanding. (Good wine takes time).
[Heb 6:12 KJV] 12 That ye be not slothful, but followers of them who through faith and patience inherit the promises.

4. Why did Jesus do miracles?
a. He loved us and showed His compassion for humanity.
b. To show His true identity, that he was more than a teacher or a prophet, He was the Son of God.
c. To provide a glimpse into the world to come.

5. Four things Jesus does when He does miracles; 
(See Luke 13:10-13, the woman bent over 18 years)
[Luk 13:12-13 KJV] 12 And when Jesus saw her, he called [her to him], and said unto her, Woman, thou art loosed from thine infirmity. 13 And he laid [his] hands on her: and immediately she was made straight, and glorified God.
a. He sees you
b. He hears you
c. He touches you
d. He heals you
