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Key Verses: Act 1:4,8 KJV - 4 …[He] commanded them 
that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for 
the promise of the Father… - 8 But ye shall receive power, 
aŌer that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall 
be witnesses unto me... 
 
IntroducƟon: The disciples may have felt “ghosted“ 
[abandoned] aŌer the sudden departure of Jesus. The 
Book of Acts tells us that they were not “ghosted” but 
“giŌed” with the promise of the Father, the Holy Spirit. 
 
1. Repentance leads to refreshing. 
Act 2:38 KJV - 38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and 
be bapƟzed every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the giŌ of 
the Holy Ghost. 
 
Act 3:19 KJV - 19 Repent ye therefore, and be converted, 
that your sins may be bloƩed out, when the Ɵmes of 
refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord; 
 
2. God wants to fill your house with the Holy Spirit. 
Act 2:2 KJV - 2 And suddenly there came a sound from 
heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the 
house where they were siƫng. 
 
3. The ministry of the Holy Spirit will glorify Jesus. 
Jhn 16:14 KJV - 14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive 
of mine, and shall shew [it] unto you. 
 
4. The Holy Spirit is our Comforter. (Greek word for 
comforter is parakletos, meaning: Comforter, Counsellor, 
Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, Standby.) 
Jhn 14:16 KJV - 16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall 
give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you 
for ever; 
 
5. Speaking in unknown tongues is a heavenly language. 
1Co 14:2 KJV - 2 For he that speaketh in an [unknown] 
tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God: for no 
man understandeth [him]; howbeit in the spirit he 
speaketh mysteries.
