Red Talk: He Was There All Along

Key Passage & Setting: Luke 24:1-35, Jesus on the road
to Emmaus after He rose from the dead.

1. Don’t look for life in the place of death.

[Luk 24:5 NKJV] 5 ..."Why do you seek the living
among the dead?”

2. Two of the disciples lost hope and left
Jerusalem (the place of pain) for Emmaus.

[Luk 24:21 NKJV] 21 "But we were hoping that it was
He...”

3. Jesus rebuked them and taught them from the
scriptures.

[Luk 24:25-27 NKJV] 25 Then He said to them, "O
foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe in all that
the prophets have spoken! 26 "Ought not the Christ
to have suffered these things and to enter into His
glory?" 27 And beginning at Moses and all the
Prophets, He expounded to them in all the Scriptures
the things concerning Himself.

4. They recognized Jesus when He broke bread
with them. He was there all along.

[Luk 24:30-31 NKJV] 30 Now it came to pass, as He
sat at the table with them, that He took bread,
blessed and broke [it], and gave it to them. 31 Then
their eyes were opened and they knew Him; and He
vanished from their sight.

1. Have you been tempted to leave God’s plan and
purpose after a disappointment or a defeat?

2. Share a time when the Lord helped you overcome
a time of doubt or grief?

3. Share an experience when you felt alone, but after
looking back, you realized Jesus was with you all
along?
